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American singer, songwriter, 
record producer and actress, 
Madonna, has urged Pope Leo 
to visit Gaza in a humanitarian 
mission to help starving Palestinian 
children, saying  “there is no more 
time”.
The  “Queen of Pop” who was 

raised a Roman Catholic, pleaded 
with the new pontiff to visit the 
enclave in an Instagram post 
Monday and said,  “Most Holy 
Father. Please go to Gaza and bring 
your light to the children before 
it’s too late. As a mother, I cannot 
bear to watch their suffering. The 
children of the world belong to 
everyone. You are the only one of 
us who cannot be denied entry.” 
Madonna said she was calling 
on Leo to visit Gaza because  
“politics cannot affect change,” but  
“consciousness can”, reports CNN.
In the post, published on her son 

Rocco’s birthday, Madonna said the 

best gift she could give to him 
is  “to ask everyone to do what 
they can to help save the innocent 
children caught in the crossfire 
in Gaza.” Madonna’s comments 
come as a growing number of 
artists, including Massive Attack, 
Brian Eno and most recently U2, 
have highlighted the humanitarian 
situation in Gaza.
During a performance in late 

2023, Madonna also criticized 
the Hamas-led October 7 attacks 
on Israel, and Israel’s military 
response.
She called the war  “heartbreaking.” 

Australia, Canada and France have 
announced plans to recognize a 
Palestinian state, while the United 
Kingdom said last month that it 
will recognize a Palestinian state 
in September on a condition that 
if Israel does not meet criteria that

Pop diva tells Pope 
to visit Gaza

A team of marine researchers has 
discovered an astonishing ecosystem 
of chemosynthetic life thriving in 
the hadal zone, the deepest part of 
the ocean. The ecosystem, found 
in a trench between Russia and 
Alaska at depths of up to 9,500 
meters (30,000 feet), is fueled by 
methane and other gases escaping 
from fractures in the seafloor. 
This discovery, detailed in a 
study published July 30 in the 
journal Nature, challenges previous 
understanding of how deep life 
can survive.
Geochemist Mengran Du, a co-

lead author of the study from the 
Chinese Academy of Sciences, 
reported finding “amazing creatures,” 
including never-before-seen species 
of clams and tube worms. These 
organisms have adapted to the 
unforgiving, sunless conditions 
of the hadal zone by forming a 
symbiotic relationship with bacteria.

US First Lady Melania Trump has 
put former President Joe Biden’s 
son, Hunter Biden, on “USD 1 
billion notice” after he claimed 
she was introduced to her husband, 
Donald Trump, by convicted sex 
offender Jeffrey Epstein.
T rump has demanded an 

apology over what she calls 
“false, defamatory, disparaging, 
and inflammatory statements” made 
about her, Fox News reported.
In an interview earlier this month 

on the YouTube show Channel 5 
with Andrew Callaghan, Hunter 
Biden has claimed that Jeffrey 
Epstein introduced her to Donald 
Trump, Fox News reported.
Alejandro Brito serving as 

litigation counsel for the First 
Lady,has sent notice to Hunter 
Biden and his attorney, Abbe 
Lowell, Fox news reported.
In the video, titled “Hunter Biden 

Returns,” Biden claimed, “Jeffrey 
Epstein introduced Melania, and 
that’s how Melania and the first 
lady and the President met,” adding, 
“The connections are, like, so wide 
and deep.”
If Biden do not obey the 

ultimatum and remove the content 

and retract from the statement, 
and issue a public apology, Trump 
will have no choice but to pursue 
any and all legal rights and 
remedies available to her to recover 
the overwhelming financial and 
reputational harm that you have 
caused her to suffer,” Brito wrote.
The sta tements are false , 

defamatory and “ex t remely 
salacious,” Melania Trump’s lawyer, 
Alejandro Brito, wrote in a letter to 
Biden. Biden’s remarks were widely 
disseminated on social media and 
reported by media outlets around 
the world, causing the first lady 
“to suffer overwhelming financial 
and reputational harm,” he wrote.
“Indeed, the video has since 

been re-published by various 
media outlets, journalists, and 
political commentators with millions 
of social media followers that 
have disseminated the false and 
defamatory statements therein 
to tens of millions of people 
worldwide.”
“Consequently, you have caused 

Mrs. Trump to suffer overwhelming 
financial and reputational harm,” 
Brito added.

Melania threatens to sue 
Hunter Biden in Epstein case

Australia and Vanuatu have 
agreed to a 10-year deal, aimed at 
strengthening security and economic 
ties, worth ASD 500 million (USD 
328,000; £241,000).
T h e  s o - c a l l e d  Na k am a l 

agreement - the result of months 
of negotiations - will transform 
Australia’s relationship with its 
Pacific neighbour, leaders from 
both countries said on Wednesday, 
reports BBC.
“We are family,” Australia’s 

deputy prime minister Richard 
Marles said: “Our future is very 
much bound together”. Vanuatu’s 
leader Jotham Napat described the 
deal as “win-win situation” for 
both nations.
The deal, to be officially signed 

in September, comes as Australia 
tries to grow its influence in the 
region, to counter China’s increased 
spending and power.
While the Australian government 

did not provide further details of the 
deal, the Australian Broadcasting

Corporation (ABC) reports it 
will provide funds to build two 
large data centres in the capital, 
Port Vila, and Vanuatu’s largest 
island, Santo.
Millions will also be poured into 

helping the low-lying island to deal 
with the impacts of climate change, 
as well as building up its security.
I n ea r l i e r s t ages o f the 

negotiations, visa-free travel for 
citizens of Vanuatu was also 
discussed and considered a key 
part of the deal. However, Napat 
told the media on Wednesday that 
this issue would be covered in a 
“subsidiary” agreement, yet to be 
confirmed.
It is unclear what, if any, 

commitments Vanuatu has given 
Australia as part of the deal.
A similar agreement fell through 

in 2022, after Vanuatu’s previous 
prime minister pulled out at the 
last minute over security concerns, 
according to ABC.

The only subway line serving 
the venue of the 2025 World 
Expo in Osaka was suspended late 
Wednesday due to a power outage, 
stranding many visitors inside the 
venue well into the night and 
causing the opening to be delayed 
the following day.
The Osaka Metro Chuo Line, 

which is the only train service 
providing direct access from the 
city centre to the expo venue, was 
halted at around 9:30 p.m. local 
time on Wednesday, 30 minutes 
before the expo usually closes, 
leaving large crowds unable to 
return home.
About 30,000 people were inside 

the venue as of 9:30 p.m. local 
time on Wednesday, according to 
expo organisers. Shortly before 
midnight, access to Yumeshima 
Station, the nearest stop to the 
expo venue, was restored, but many 
visitors remained stuck.
While the exact number of those 

affected is unclear, many visitors 
and expo staff were believed to 
have stayed overnight, Kyodo News 
reported.

Following the subway suspension, 
many visitors were seen sitting 
in rows beneath the expo’s giant 
wooden structure, known as 
the Grand Ring, as midnight 
approached, the report said.
Local authorities said that a 

total of 36 people were taken to 
hospitals by Thursday morning due 
to suspected heatstroke or other 
ailments, but none of the cases 
were serious.
Full service on the Chuo Line 

resumed at around 5:25 a.m. local 
time on Thursday. The expo opened 
30 minutes later than usual at 
9:30 a.m. local time on Thursday 
following the night of chaos.
“We are sorry that many people 

had to go through a tough time,” 
a senior official of the Japan 
Association for the 2025 World 
Exposition told a press conference 
on Thursday.
Osaka Metro also apologised 

during a separate press conference, 
blaming the outage on an issue 
with the powered rail alongside 
the tracks.

According to the study, these 
specialized bacteria live inside 
the clams and tube worms. They 
convert methane and hydrogen 
sulfide from cold seeps—cracks in 
the ocean floor—into energy and 
food for their hosts.
